Answer the following questions in detail. 

I. INTRODUCTION PARAGRAPH
· Highlight the HOOK of your partner’s paper.  Make a comment  on the hook:  What type of hook does the writer use?  (interesting fact, quote, historical   information, etc.) Could it be improved in order to be more interesting?
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· Is there a clear thesis statement or focus to the paper that is introduced in the beginning?
II. CONTENT

· Ensure that each body paragraph keeps your interest.  
· Highlight anything that you find unnecessary in yellow

· Highlight anything that you think needs more detail in green

III. CONCLUSION 

· Is the concluding paragraph strong/clear?  Make a comment about the conclusion.  How do you feel at the end of the essay?
IV. STYLE AND GRAMMAR

· Does the essay contain misspellings? If so, please make them RED within the essay.

· Does the essay contain run-on sentences or fragments? If so, make them BLUE within the essay
· Does the writer use transition words effectively and in a subtle manner (i.e. no “first, next, lastly”)? If yes, make them ORANGE within the essay.  If no, make a comment at the bottom of the paper. 
· Does the essay contain frequent errors (i.e. there, they’re, their)? If so,  make them GREEN within the essay.
· Does the paragraph contain punctuation errors (i.e. semicolons, commas)? If so, point them out in the comments.

· Does the writer repeat him- or herself? If so, indicate where this occurs by BOLDING the redundant passages.

IV. OVERALL 

· Does the paper have a creative, self-created title? If not, make a comment reminding your classmate to include one. 

· At the top of the page, in a comment, write the three adjectives that come to mind when you read this paper.  The author will be able to see if your thoughts align with their purpose.
