· Mentions the title of the novel 

· Mentions the author’s name

· Has a central theme (in third person – no you, me, I, your, etc.)

· Mentions which characters develop the theme (name and type of character – protagonist, antagonist, supporting character, etc.) and how they develop the theme

First example:

· Uses a transition word (use option on My Access, if you need help)

· Briefly (in no more than one sentence) describes the background of this point in the story

· Includes a citation from the text (words right from the text in quotations) cited properly (Draper pg). 
· Citation is blended into the sentence (shirt)

· Reasoning is provided for why the citation backs up the claim (pants - not just this is why….)

Second example:
· Uses a transition word (use option on My Access, if you need help)

· Briefly (in no more than one sentence) describes the background of this point in the story

· Includes a citation from the text (words right from the text in quotations) cited properly (Draper pg). 

· Citation is blended into the sentence (shirt)

· Reasoning is provided for why the citation backs up the claim (pants - not just this is why….)

Conclusion:
· A concluding sentence is provided to wrap up the response that relates back to the claim without restating it word-for-word.

Conventions 

· Check capitalization

· Check spelling

· Check that everything is in third person (except quotes from the text)

· Eliminate contractions
